AMARILLO LEAGUE HOLDS CANDIDATES FORUM
 

Three candidates running for 87th District state representative fielded a variety of questions on issues facing the Texas Legislature at a Candidates Forum sponsored by the League of Women Voters of Amarillo.  About 80 people attended the event held Tuesday evening, October 12, at the Texas AgriLife Research & Extension Center.
 

Democrat Abel Bosquez, Republican Walter "Four" Price IV, and Libertarian James Hudspeth answered questions on such topics as education funding and curriculum, the illegal immigration problem, tort reform and insurance rates, the looming budget deficit and redistricting.  Dr. Paul Matney, president of Amarillo College and a League member, posed questions submitted by members of the League and others in the audience.
 

Incumbent Congressman Mac Thornberry, Republican running for re-election to his seat as U.S. representative for the 13th District, was the only candidate for that position present and able to participate in the forum.  Libertarian John Burwell of the Abilene area had sent a response that he was unable to attend.  Keith Dyer, Independent from Iowa Park, came for the forum.  But before it started, League members learned that Dyer had just been ruled ineligible to run for that office due to having voted in the Republican primary in March.  So he was not allowed to participate in the forum, per se, although he was invited to stay afterwards to visit with any interested voters individually.
