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League of Women Voters distributes Voters Guides for public

The League of Women Voters’ Voters Guide for the November 8th election on 10 proposed amendments to the Texas Constitution is now available at several locations in Amarillo and Canyon.  Interested voters can also access the Guide by going to the League of Women Voters of Texas web site at www.lwvtexas.org



The nonpartisan Guide, published by the League of Women Voters of Texas Education Fund, contains the ballot language on each proposed amendment, an explanation of what the amendment would do, and arguments for and against its passage.   Voters may mark their decisions at home and are now allowed to take their Voters Guide into the voting booth with them.

Voters Guides are available at the Amarillo Public Library and its branches, the Amarillo College library, College Union Building (CUB) and west campus; Potter County offices in the Santa Fe Building, the Randall County Annex, Wesley Community Center, Black Historical Culture Center, the Amarillo and Hispanic chambers of commerce, all YMCA locations, the Amarillo Senior Citizens Center and Hilltop Senior Center.  Business locations include  Albertson’s, Hastings stores, Roasters, Starbucks, and several Amarillo banks.  Other sites include several senior retirement centers, said Alan Abraham, LWV distribution chairman.

Canyon locations include West Texas A&M University student union and library, the Canyon Public Library, and the United Supermarket.

Early voting begins Monday, October 24th, and continues through Friday, November 4th.
